when the client is unable to manage the home 

and care for him/herself or others in the home 

or when the individual (other than the client) 

who is regularly responsible for these activities 

is temporarily absent.

 Wash dishes, etc 

 Clean kitchen 

 Clean bathroom  

 Make beds 

 Tidy and dust 

 Launder clothes 

 Wash inside windows  

 Bag trash 

 Shop for essential items 

 Perform essential 

errands 

 Read and write 

correspondence 

 

 

Chore Services 

 Chore services are short term,  intermittent 

tasks necessary to maintain a clean, safe, 

sanitary and habitable home environment and 

determined by the division to be critical in 

maintaining the client’s health and safety.   
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Chore Services Tasks: 

 Wash walls and woodwork 

 Clean closets, basements and attics 

 Shampoo rugs 

 Air mattresses and bedding 

 Spray for insects within the home with over-

the-counter supplies 

 Provide rodent control with the home 

Advanced Personal Care Services 

 Advanced personal care services are 

maintenance services provided to a recipient in 

the individual’s home to assist with activities of 

daily living when this assistance requires 

devices and procedures related to altered body 

functions.
